(if you’re really fast) to spend 1.5hrs of biking and running each for a total of 3hrs, most teams 

will spend 2hrs doing each for a total of 4hrs. You will get your maps at 7am check-in, the race 

will start at 8am all teams must be back at the finish by 2pm to get credit for all CPs(check 

points) collected.
